Guidelines and Evaluation pattern for Field Project (FP)
The field project is designed for undergraduate courses to give students the

opportunity to participate in hands-on, field-based projects under faculty supervision. A field
project allows students to apply their theoretical knowledge to real-world situations by
conducting observations, surveys, interviews, and other activities outside the classroom. This
experience helps students gain practical skills and develop their communication, innovative

thinking, and teamwork abilities.

Course Outcomes:
By the end of the course, students should be able to:
1. Enhance interpersonal skills by working in teams.
2. Improve written and verbal communication by preparing reports, presentations, and
discussions on project findings.
3. Develop critical thinking through observations.
4. Apply theoretical concepts learned in the classroom to real-world situations in their

respective fields.

Course Duration:
Learners have to work 60 hours (for 2-credits) in a semester for field Project.
15 hours (for 2-credits) for classroom activities
e Project planning and preparation for the field project.
