This experience
helps students gain practical skills and develop their communication, innovative thinking, and
teamwork abilities.

Course Outcomes:

2. Improve written and verbal communication by preparing reports, presentations and
discussions on project findings.

Guidelines for Community Engagement Programme (CEP)

Introduction:

Community engagement program (CEP) is included in undergraduate programme to
increase community participation, foster collaboration, address community concerns, drive
positive change by encouraging collective decision-making, often through building trust,
gathering feedback, and empowering residents to actively shape their community's future.

This course requires learners to participate in community -based learning generally
under the supervision of faculty.
