Along
with Delhi Slam poetry, The Social House is
another club that organizes poetry slams for
young and adult poets in Delhi. Apart from

Delhi, Slam poetry has also spread in different
cities of India. Mumbai, the heart of India has 4
major Slam poetry clubs, namely Catcafe
Studio, The Habitat, The Cuckoo Club and
Qtube Cafe. Chennai, another metropolitan city
in India has 2 major Slam poetry clubs namely
The Poetry Couture and Mocking Bird.
Hyderabad and Bangalore have Hyderabad
poetry projects and Atta Galatta clubs
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respectively.

Social media plays a crucial role in
popularizing Slam poetry in India as the social
media handles of these clubs are flooded with
poems dealing with different subjects. Lord
Ram in Court by Gaurav Tripathi, available on
YouTube is one such example. Moreover, Slam
poets themselves are active on social media
platforms like Instagram, Facebook and You
Tube. Nowadays, youngsters are more active
on Instagram. Slam poets keep on sharing
poetry reels. Some of these Slam poets are
enjoying stardom like film stars. Belonging to
the same age group, Slam poets know the
feelings and opinions of today's youth and
recognize the issues and challenges faced by
them. They write poetry that youngsters can
relate to. After surveying the popularity of these
Slam poets on Instagram, we found out that
Rupi Kaur, an Indian-born, Canada-based poet
tops the list with 4.5M followers on Instagram.

The NEP's objectives of expanding
higher education accessibility, promoting
vocational education, and enhancing
mentorship programs hold promise for a
